Wired connection

LlInsert the TYPE-C interface of the charging cable into the keyboard, and connect the USB interface
to your computer.

2.Short press Fn (blue) + T key to switch the keyboard to wired mode to complete the connection.

Note:
In TYPE-C wired mode, the “ON/OFF” switch has no function.



2.4G connection

1.Pull the power switch to "ON"

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Bluetooth connection

Reminder: Make sure the keyboard is powered on before Bluetooth pairing

long press the Fn (blue) + Q key for about 3-5 seconds, the corresponding indicator light will flash quickly,
and then enter the Bluetooth pairing mode.
